1. Meeting commenced with recitation of Surah- Nas from Holy Quran by Mr. Rafiq Rangoonwala.
2. The President expressed his satisfaction over the performance of the Forum in being able to have regular meetings.
3. The President requested the Treasurer to guide the Committee on a work plan for the Forum.

4. The Minutes of the 6th meeting were read and the following points discussed after which the minutes were accepter after being proposed as correct by Mr. Syed Farukh Mazhar and seconded by Mr. Rafiq Rangoonwala.

a) The letter head of the Pakistan Sri Lanka Business Forum was completed and President thanked the Treasurer for having executed his commitment.  It was decided that the Secretary General would send a letter of appreciation to Mr. Rashid Siddiqui who printed the letter head free of charge.

b) The Forum’s visit to Sri Lanka is tentatively planned for March.  It was discussed by the Committee members that there are good opportunities in Sri Lanka for bilateral trade.  Some of the potential products are rubber products, ceramics, tyres, spices, fruit juices and furniture etc.
5. Mr. Haresh Kaimal informed that the Chairman of Softlogic Pvt Ltd. in Sri Lanka, which is his mother company, will be visiting Pakistan on Friday.  They are interested in join venture opportunities in Pakistan and the hotel sector would be of interest to them.  A meeting between Mr. Tabani and Sofflogic representatives was arranged for Saturday the 3rd December.

6. The BOI had sent a letter for the bid of steel mill and this would be circulated to all the members of the Forum.

7. The President gave the responsibility to the Secretary General to register the Forum in all required places and it was agreed that the Consul General and Secretary General would meet Mr. Mandviwala, the Honorary Legal Advisor in this regard.

8. The Committee members expressed their satisfaction over the blood donation campaign held at the Consulate General of Sri Lanka.

9. The Treasurer suggested to arrange a get together for the members of Pakistan Sri Lanka Business Forum in order to boost membership.

10. The Secretary General said that the application forms for the new members have been received and the membership forms would be issued to them soon.

11. The Committee listened to the problems of the Betel Leave Importers Association as explained by Mr. Aslam and requested him to give a draft letter to the for the Executive Committee of the Forum to write to Ministry of Commerce.
12. It was decided that the Treasurer would give a statement of accounts every month.
13. Mr. Athar of AERO ASIA informed the Forum that he is a free lance producer of TV Programs for Business Plus and will be doing a Program on trade and investment potential with Sri Lanka.  Mr. Tabani / Mr. Majyd will represent the Forum together with Consul General and Mr. Haresh Kaimal who will speak as a Sri Lanka investor in Pakistan.  Consul General would also invite an importer of Sri Lankan products to join the discussion.
